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Efficacy and Safety of Cefoperazone Sodium-Sulbactam Sodium in the 

Treatment of Complicated Urinary Tract Infections in Women: A Retrospective

• This study aimed to investigate the clinical efficacy of cefoperazone sulbactam sodium 

in female patients with complicated urinary tract infection and determine its effect on 

bacterial clearance and improvement of renal function.  

• A retrospective data of total 211 patients from 2021-2024 was collated, with complicated 

urinary tract infections were screened as study subjects. Among them, 106 patients 

received cefoperazone/sulbactam, and 105 patients received levofloxacin for 7-days.  

• Post treatment, the white blood cell count and renal function indexes of serum 

creatinine and blood urea nitrogen in the cefoperazone sulbactam group were lower 

than those in the levofloxacin group (p < 0.05). After treatment, the positive rate of 

urine bacterial culture in the cefoperazone sulbactam group was lower than that in the 

levofloxacin group (p < 0.05).  

• During the treatment period, the disappearance time of clinical symptoms, the time of 

leukocyte conversion and defervescence in the cefoperazone sulbactam group were 

shorter than those in the levofloxacin group (p < 0.05).
